'i'.B. test of cattle in the County, Councillor Banting, Chairman of' the Agriculture Commit-

tee, reported that up to Wednesday,Hovember l)th, 1939, 2273 herds had been tested with a 

total of 38,668 head of cattle. •rhere were 1193 re-actors in 402 of the herds and for these 

i38,7.54.00 had been paid in compensatio.u which was about an average of $30.00 per anima~. 

The re-actors were running under 41· of the total tested. 

;_ 
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Two of the.se herds of 44 ea ttle had been re tested with 2 re-actors in 

one infected herd. 

There are between 80,000 and 100.000 head of cattle in the County and 

over one-quarter, but under one-third, of the ground was covered. 

The County Engineer was asked to report on the spraying of weeds on 

the County Roads. 

He stated that about 200 miles of County Road has been sprayed on both 

sides at an e~penditure of_ about $3900.00. 

They ran into difficulties in the use of a. spray which had a dete~ior-

ating effect on parts of the spraying machine but which, after experiments by the addition 

of soda to the solution, was overcome. In his opinion $1000.00 .had been saved by the 

County by mixing its own solution. 

.· 

The machine operated during the daylight hours and it would be possible 

to equip it with lights when it could be operated 24 hours per day. It was not injurious . 

to live stock if not allowed to get too large quantities. 

In his opinion after a few years of spraying the weed.s on the road 

sides would practically all be killed. It might be advisable to divide .the County Roads 

into sections and give a section all the attention required for a sea~on.
