The Council met pursuant to adjourament at the June Session.

The minutes of the June SeSSion, having beeanrinted and distributed,»were taken
as read.

The Warden informed the-Council that since the June Session two new members had
been elected to the Council. The Improvement District of Wasaga Beach and the Police
Village of Elmvale had been incorporated into viilages, and Mr. Anthony Beck had been
elected Reeve of Wasaga Beach, and Mr. Lawson Robinson Reeve of Elmvale. On behalf of the
Council he welcomed both of these members as they represented progressive municipalities.

S He welcomed all the members to the November Session, which is the last one for
this year at which he would preside, and trusted that.the fine fall weather we are having
to-day would continue during the week. The unusually fine weather during the fall season

was a great boon to the.agricultural part of the County, and he was informed that all farm

f work was practically completed.

He stated that'one of the most outstanding events since the June Session was the

visit of the Governor-General and Lady Alexander to the County, arrangements for which had

‘been made by the Huronia Historic Sites and Tourist Association,~of which Norman Clarke of

Barrie is President and H. R. Nettleton, Vice-President. The visitors spent considerable
time in the County, which ended up with a banquet at Springwater Park"at which most of the

members of thelCouncil and their wives‘were in attendance. The visit was splendid advertis-

‘ing for Simcoe County.

He extended the sympathy of the Council to Councillor Cowan of Midlangd, whose son
had died of poliomyelitis, and also to W. A. Robinson, M.P., who had recently lost his wife.
